Library Classification Committee – Trina Pundurs, Affiliated Representative

The Library Human Resources Department continues its progress on remapping Library Assistant positions under the Career Compass framework.  Currently only non-represented (i.e. non-unionized) positions are being remapped, which includes LA V and all LA–Supervisor positions; LHRD cannot accept reclassification requests into these positions until remapping is finished.  For unionized positions (all LA I through LA IV non-supervisor positions), Campus HR is conducting meetings with union representatives; remapping has not yet begun, so for these positions LHRD still can accept reclassification requests. TALAG (The Affiliated Libraries Administrative Group) – Terry Huwe, Chair
TALAG meets quarterly. There have been two meetings (December and March) since the last Affiliated Assembly.

The TALAG chair attends Roundtable and sends brief summary reports to TALAG after each meeting.

TALAG continued its dialogue with The Library regarding Affiliated Library  involvement in the new UCB Integrated Library System (ILS). The Library has appointed Charis Takaro as ILS manager, and Charis has already met with representatives of Affiliated Libraries whose holdings are not currently in GLADIS or Pathfinder.  At the March 27, 2008 Roundtable meeting, Charis and Bernie both reaffirmed the importance of including Affiliated records, and Charis announced that she wishes to meet with all interest groups that have a stake in the ILS—which will include TALAG.

At its March meeting, TALAG discussed the possibility of hosting a statewide meeting of all Affiliated libraries throughout the UC system.  That idea is currently being explored. M. Hoffman indicated that such a meeting could carry benefits for UC Law Libraries as an opportunity to meet.

TALAG also determined that it would be a good idea to offer a second spring assembly that would showcase the work of each Affiliated Library.  R. Evans and S. Supple are leading that effort, which will be held on June 12th.
